The New Zealand Government requires all pri-
vate training establishments registered with the 
New Zealand Qualifications Authority (NZQA) 
to have some form of protection for fees paid 
to them in advance. This is a student fee trust 
account, which ensures that students receive 
a refund of the fees (or portion of fees) in case 
something happens to the provider due to clo-
sure, insolvency or loss of NZQA accreditation.

study programme
On the first day at school each student is 
interviewed by a senior teacher, who is in 
charge of designing a “Study Programme” 
based on the academic objectives of each 
student. Students move between levels 
when they have passed the required skills 
test for a level. These tests are given in 
week 3 and week 5 of the 6-week block.
 

student passport
The entire learning process is reflected 
in a document called “Student Passport” 

which is reviewed by the teacher and the 
student once every 6 weeks. If necessary, 
modifications are made for students to 
achieve their goals more quickly.
 

student conFerences
Every 6 weeks, “Student Conferences” 
are held between the student and the 
tutor. In these meetings, the student’s 
progress and study goals are analysed, 
and modifications are made to the study 
plan if necessary.
